1814-, to wit: Granville, Wake, Johnston, Franklin, Warren, Halifax,
Northampton, Nash, Edgecombe, Martin, Bertie, Hertford, Gates, Chat­
ham Orange, Person.

N. B. The detached Militia from the Counties of Chatham, Orange
and Person were ordered to return to their respective homes before they
arrived at Gates Court House, the place of rendezvous.

The Detached Militia from the following Counties were called into
service at Wilmington, North Carolina, by orders issued September 29th,
A. D. 1814-, to wit: New Hanover, Brunswick, Bladen, Columbus, Robe­
son, Cumberland, Duplin, Sampson.

The following Counties of the Detached Militia were called into ser­
vice at Newbern, North Carolina, by orders issued September 17th, A. D.
1814-, to wit: Pitt, Wayne, Greene, Jones, Lenoir, Craven, Beaufort.

The detached Militia from the following Counties were called to Hills­
borough, the place of rendezvous, on the 28th of November, A. D. 1814-,
where they were organized and from thence they were marched to Nor­
folk, in the service of the United States, agreeable to a requisition made
by the President to the Governor of this State: The Counties to wit:
Orange, Chatham, Person, Caswell, Rockingham, Guilford, Randolph,
Stokes, Surry, Wilkes.

In consequence of which, orders
were issued from this office, calling forth tne Detached Militia from the
following Counties, to wit: Anson, Richmc,nd, Moore, Cabarrus, to ren­
dezvous at Wadesborough, in Anson County, on the 24th February, A. D.
1815. Also, ,to Ashe, Wilkes, Burke, Ru',herford, Buncombe, Haywood,
to rendezvous at Wadesborough, in Anson County, on Wednesday the
1st daY: of March, A. D. 1815.
